Gifted with a technical mind and a spirit for innovation, Hartley Peavey’s tenacity, ingenuity and self-
determination are the roots of his success. Since building his first guitar amplifier in 1957, the founder 
and CEO of Peavey Electronics Corporation has established a legacy of innovations, including more than 
180 patents, that have helped shape the way we hear and play music. 
 
Growing up in his father’s music store, Hartley had a front-row seat for the first wave of rock & roll. But 
as much as he wanted to play music, he soon learned that his gifts lay not in making music, but in 
creating musical equipment. Today, it is virtually impossible to attend a concert, travel on an airplane, 
listen to a CD, or even shop at a supermarket without hearing audio that Peavey has touched along the 
way.
